4 day Kruger Safari Train on The Bridge and Panorama Route

Experience the Kruger National Park from a train, elevated on a bridge while you have stunning views 

over the Sabie River watching hippos, crocodile, buffaloe and more. Carriage Suites located on the 

Train on the Bridge provide immersive comfort from the most unique location in the Kruger National 

Park: the historic bridge, where the very first visitors to the Park had a pioneering stay – a reminder of 

the 1920’s rail safari, with a contemporary interpretation reflective of the marvel of African design. 

The world-renowned Kruger National Park offers a wildlife experience that ranks with the best in 

Africa. This tour is an excellent choice for people who want to enjoy spectacular scenery, combined 

with game drives to see the renowned big five (elephant, rhinoceros, lion, leopard and buffalo). 

Start and end point: Skukuza Airport, Kruger National Park.

   

  Itinerary:                                

Day 1: You will begin the journey at Skukuza Airport, Kruger National Park (SZK) where you will be 

picked-up and go to Kruger Shalati - Train on The Bridge only 15 minutes away for your stay of 3 

nights. High tea served at lounge carriage then you do an afternoon/sunset guided open-vehicle safari 

drive after check in, and then get ready for dinner.

Day 2: Breakfast is followed by an early morning safari into the Kruger National Park on open safari 

vehicles using professional guides. You explore every possible opportunity to view the spectacular 

wildlife scenery. Chances are excellent to spot a variety of some of the estimated number of animals: 

Lion, Leopard, Cheetah, Wild dog, Spotted hyena, Elephant, Burchell's zebra, Hippopotamus, 3 100, 

Warthog, Giraffe, Buffalo, Eland, Roan antelope, Sable antelope, Greater kudu, etc. Relax between 

activities in your carriage or at a pool, do optional activities like spa treatments and enjoy a light lunch. 

Do an afternoon/sunset guided open-vehicle safari drive to experience the nocturnal life in the park. 

Day 3: Do a full day tour of the Panorama route, view Pinnacle Rock, experience the amazing view 

from God’s Window and visit the Berlin Falls where numerous local arts and crafts are for sale. You 

will also visit Bourke’s Luck Potholes and see the 3 Rondawels at the Blyde River Canyon. Have lunch
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in the town of Graskop at a popular pancake/crepe restaurant. After returning to the train bridge, dinner 

is served at the Bridge House.

Day 4: A 3 hour early morning safari where you can explore every possible opportunity to view the 

spectacular wildlife scenery in te park is followed by breakfast, then the drive back to Skukuza Airport,

(SZK) where you take your flight to another destination in South Africa. 

*Please take note that no children under 12 are allowed into Kruger Shalati - Train on The Bridge.

Accommodation depends on availability, Optional activities for your own cost, Malaria areas will be 

entered, anti-malarial prophylactics should be considered. A physician or travel clinic should be 

consulted.
