4 day Mabula Luxury Safari

including grassland plains and rocky outcrops create the ideal habitat for lion, leopard, cheetah, wild 

dog, elephant, buffalo, rhino, hippopotamus, giraffe, zebra, and antelope species. The birding and small

mammal and reptile sightings are world-class. 

Distinctly African in style, Mabula Game Lodge offers comfortable suites with luxury furnishings. The 

soft neutral bushveld colours are complemented by large windows which allow the African Bushveld 

indoors. World class cuisine in a variety of dining venues, combines the enjoyment of rich tantalizing 

menus with the tranquillity of the bushveld.

Start point: O.R.Tambo Airport or nearby hotel, Johannesburg or Pretoria.

You have 

have the opportunity to do some of the many optional activities, like Hot air balloon safaris, Eco 

adventure safaris (Quad bike and horseback safaris), star gazing, team building activities, guided 

bush walks and bird walk available on request, all must be pre-booked. An afternoon game drive 

follows with experienced rangers for about 3 hours.
